Bishop Kearney's Eulogy at Funeral for Army Chaplain Father Joseph Natale 

In Memoriam 
Father Joseph Natale 

Following is the text of Bishop Kearney's !>ermon at the fu· 
neral Mass for Father Joseph Na::1:l' Wednesday, August 21. 
Father Natale, 42, ordained in 1946 and a chaplain to para· 
troop units of the U.S. Army since 19:i0. c'.:c:t August 16, 1963. 
Bis:1op Kearney offered the Requiem Mass at Sacred Heart, 
Cathedral and gave the eulo.ey. 

Seventeen years ago In this 
Cathedral thE' president of our 
::::eminary said to me, "Your 
F.xc<'llency, Our Holy Mother 
th<' Church asks that you ordain 
a de:1con hPre present, .ToseTJh 
N' ·, l~le , to the n!'i<',thood with 
all its responsibilities." 

Follnwin~ the tr11ditional rit­
u~ l of our Cl1urch I said to 
him, "Do you .know if this man 
i~ worthv of this tremondous 
res'JoPsibility?" The an~wer was. 
"Insofar as human jud !!men~ 
can pass with certainty on 
things of thi~ kinrl we he::~r 
witne~s to the fact that he is 
wortlw of thi~ great honor ?nd 
•·crrcsprmdin,g res TJ on sib i 1-
itv." To whirh T answered 
"Thanks be to God." 

'l'hat was with the future of 
Father Nat~le clouded in U'1-
cert<~intv. You c:~n very well 
rca lize that on such an occas:.On 
like that the thou~ht cannot 
hrlp but pass through the mind 
of the bishop, "I wonder will 
r.~ verify, I wonder will he jus­
tify wh~t has been said this 
morning about his worthiness." 

I\nowing life as a Bishop 
dors, knowing the weakness of 
human nature, knowing the 
teml)tations of life, knowing the 
difficulties, often the disillu­
~ionments;· often the misunder­
standings and very often thr 
unfairness of life, you look for­
ward to that futl..:re with a cer­
tain amount of uncertainty and 
a very deep concern. And a 
Bi~hop is always indined to 
say, "J\Iav I hop!" that year after 
year I can continue to say, 
'Thanks be to God.' " 

The picture is different whei'. 
we can look back upon it as we 
do today. There is no uncer­
tainty now. Father N::tale has 
lived out the story that God 
planned to bt'gin on the mor­
ning of his ordination. 

And how well he has Jived 
it out- how faithful he has 
been to its responsibility, how 
carefully all through his life 
he has l)aid attention to every 
individual challenge and there 
were so many of them! 

In tht> ordination ceremony 
up to the vt'ry moment when I 
loosened over his shoulders the 
chasuble and said, "Receive the 
vestment of a priest which 
;nc:ms 'cari tas' " and for the 
definition of "cnritas" we go 
to th e pages of the Epistles oi 
St. P3ul and he points out all 
that is ~ummed up in that sig. 
nificant vestment and every 
pha~e of that definition was 
lived up to in the life of thi~ 
man. 

First of all ns an assistant in 
thi3 Diocese, his efficient wor~c. 
his con~ecration to duty, his 
deep sense of responsibility, his 
fine priesthood made it a pleas· 
ure to recommend him when he 
as~;:cd to er.ter the service. En· 
te ring the service is a very seri· 
ous matter and we have always 
made it such in our Diocese. 
Irrespectil·e of what the various 
scrvic<'s requi re themselves in 
the equipment of a chaplain we 
know that experience at the 
altar and in the confessional 
:1nd in dea.llng with people is 
very vital for sending into the 
li ves of our men in military 
service an influence that will 
be for their good and for their 
salvation. 

A chaplain must first of all 
be a man of eourage otherwi:;~ 
the vocation would not interest 
him. He 'must be a deeply spir· 
itual . man because he knows 
that he is going to depend upon 
an intimacy with God far more 
important and closer and chal­
lengiP g than when he is pro­
tected by the traditional at­
mo~phere of the rectory and 

the parish church. He knows 
also that he. is going to enter 
the lives of inen who are livin~ 
away from their families, living 
away from their homes, living 
nway from the influences that 
normally would direct their 
lives along certain well chosen 
paths of justice and righteous­
ness. Knowing all this he ha1 
the courage to ask God to give 
him whatever else may be nee· 
essary in order to carry out 
this great apostolate and I say 
''apostolate" purposely because, 
in the time in which we live 
and the part which military 
service plays in the life of our 
country, it is going to be a 
permanent thing. 

This aposolate is the great 
challenge of the priesthood of 
our day and in meeting that 
challenge I can think of ,no 
priest who lived out so faith· 
fully the responsibility of the 
chasuble. We might review his 
career in terms of his advance­
ment from one station to -an· 
other and his progress towards 
tile rank of major which he 
held at his death. We might 
point out the rigors of the vari­
ous experiences that he had 
from a human point of view. 

But the life of a chaplain 
Is not written there. It is writ· 
ten in the intimate spiritual ex­
periences between himself and 
his men. 

Every chaplain knows that is 
his book of life. Every chaplain 
khows and is conscious of the 
fact that the honors of advance­
ment his country may give him 
for his service are insignificant 
compared to the fact that he 
must be winning honors and 
decorations and advancement 
before the throne of God. These 
souls of our military personnel 
arc so much in need of his 
help. 

In the execution of that apo~ 
tolate this man traveled all over 
the world. He lived· in places 
where livi ng was difficult. He 
lived in places where it was at 
times a little more acceptable. 

He had the rngged life of a 
paratrooper but in all of these 
things he was conscious of the 
fact that the setting was insig­
nifir.~nt. The> big thing was the 
rebtir.nship between his priest­
ly soul aP.d the souls of his 
men. And I venture to say that 
there are thousands who would 
welcome the opportun ity to be 
in this pull)it today to tell you 
zome stcrv of what this man 
meant in tl1eir lives-the prob­
lems he solvrd, the difficulties 
he unraveled , the e:-Jcourage­
ment he gave, the advice, the 
cor:·ection nil these things that 
are pnrt and parcel of the chap­
lain's life-his endeavor to keel,> 
his men close to God, his chal­
lengf' to the wickedness of the 
world and to the temntations 
which unfc.rtun~.tely cro\\•d unon 
the life of the soldier away 
from his home. 

In all these things this man 
was another Christ. He had the 
couage to scold, he had the 
1enderne~s to forgive, he had 
the willingness to serve. he had 
the concern for salvation and 
that is why I say there arc thou­
sands 'of men who would wel­
come the opportunity to tell 
some little story that has the 
~avor of salvation in it. 

So now we give him back t() 
the Commander-in-Chief whom 
he agreccl to serve seventeen 
years ago. The Commander-in· 
Chief who gave him his com· 
mission and his sw.ord, the 
sword of the spirit, and we send 
him back with the utmost con· 
fidence that to the question, 
"Did he turn out to be worthv?" 
the same answer can be gi~en 
as .was given on the day of his 
ord ination, "In so far as human 
judgment can pass upon another 
man, thi~ man was well worthy 
of the honer of the priesthood 
becau~e he has been a f ine 
nrie~t and a fine soldier," and 
for that I rencat the word! that 
I did over hiro on the day of 
his ordination "Deo gratias 
-Thanks be to God, for this 
noble priest."

Parish History 



The first Masses of St. Lucy's Congregation were held in 
1911 inastoreonWestMainStreetnear Brown. The Rev. Mario 
Catalano, D.D.; S. T .D. was the founder and first pastor and he 
served until December 26, 1926. 

In 1912 the construction of the present church was begun on 
land located at the corner of Troup and Tilden Streets - during 
construction period of the present church, the holy sacrifice of 
the Mass was celebrated in SS. Peter and Paul's Convent on 
King Street and upon the completion of the church, the con­
gregation moved to their present location on Troup Street. At 
this time, under Father Catalano's direction and assisted by 
Fiore Barbato, Gennaro Mancini, Liberato Spina and Salvatore 
Mele; the present St. Lucy's Church and School was being com­
pleted. The windows, bricks, pews and altar from the old SS. 
Peter & Paul's Church were used in the original edifice. 

With the addition a 1 help of Anthony Barbato, Anthony 
Tardello, Joseph Cantabella, Emilio Astone, Vincenzio Mus­
catella and others too numerous to mention, construction of the 
Church and School was completed in 1913, consecrated and the 
first Mass celebrated. 

The Sisters of St. Joseph began their missionary work in 
the parish at this time. The school was opened to the children 
in the Fall of 1913, the nuns residing at St. Mary's Asylum on 
Clifton Street. 

The school children's registration gradually increased and 
in 1919 there was a registration of 304 pupils under the guidance 
of Sister M. Bertrand who 'Was principal for 14 years. 

Members of the 1918 class, the first to graduate from St. 
Lucy's were Anna Belardino, Florence D' Argento, Philippine 
Mendercole and Anna Palermo. Classes for public school 
students were also conducted by the Sisters of St. Joseph 
at St. Lucy's. 

In 1925 the construction of the present rectory was begun on 
land purchased a few years before and completed in the Summer 
of 1926. 

Father Catalano finally moved from the temporary rectory 
on Tilden Street which had no adequate facilities such as, 
central heating plant, bathroom or electricity to the new 
"modern building". However, owing to his indefatigable zeal 
and hardships, his health became impaired and several times 
he was obliged to interrupt his work. In the Fall of 1926 it 
became evident that he was seriously ill and after months of 
suffering he passed out of this life at St. Mary's Hospital 
on December 26, 1926 deeply mourned by his faithful and 

devoted flock of St. Lucy's parish. 
Monsignor Benedict Maselli became the second pastor of 

St. Lucy's in February 1927 after the death of Father Catalano 
and served until April 22, 1954. 

During Monsignor Maselli's pastorate, a temporary ~onvent 
was opened on Clifton Streetfor the Sisters of St. Lucy's School 
and in 1943 the present convent was purchased on Reynolds 
Street. Sister M. Hilary was principal at this time. 

Upon the death of Monsignor Maselli in 1954, the Reverend 
Francis Cristantelli became the third pastor of St. Lucy's to 
serve until his death in 1956. 

The Reverend Gennaro Ventura was appointed Administrator 
and a year later pastor of St. Lucy's. During his pastorate, a 
drive was begun to raise funds for the remodelling of the church 
and successfully completed. 

In the Summer of 1961 Father Ventura was appointed pastor 
of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel's Church and the Reverend Nicholas 
P. Alletto was appointed pastor of St. Lucy's Church serving 
until June of 1963, when he was transferred as pastor of St. 
Anthony's Church. 

The Reverend Ignatius St. George succeeded Father Alletto 
as pastor of St. Lucy's and is still serving in that capacity. 

In celebrating the Golden Anniversary of the founding of St. 
Lucy's Church and School and looking over the 50 years of its 
existence, fond memories must come back to many. In two 
scores and ten years of its existence, three generations have 
found in St. Lucy's spiritual fortress where lives of thousands 
has been intertwined with the life of the parish. The priests of 
St. Lucy's have for a half century been with her loved ones 
when they threw off the shadows of this life to enter the 
shadowless light of the Presence of God. 

We may proudly say, thousands have learned the eternal 
truths of their religion under the self-sacrificing and selfless 
nuns wh? live only for G<{d. Through the years the Eucharistic 
Christ has been placed on the tongues of the faithful several 
hundred thousand times with the age-old formula; "May the 
Body of Our Lord, Jesus Christ, keep your soul unto life ever­
lasting. Amen." 

St. Lucy's Parish has spiritually fed her children for a 
full half-century. She has joined them in marriage, she has 
forgiven them their sins, she has ever been concerned with 
her children, she has striven to make them solicitous con­
cerning treasures that grow not old, treasures in Heaven 
that fail not.
